AB 700 is moving forward but  
we still need your help!  
AB 700, The Creative Industries Revitalization Act passed the 

Assembly Revenue & Taxation Committee  6 Ayes  to 1 No, on 

April 27.  "The arts lifts us all, " remarked Committee Chair 

Charles Calderon.  The bill now goes before the Assembly 

Appropriations Committee in May.  AB 1365 and AB 2728, 

bills that would have brought significant funding to the California 

Arts Council stalled in Assembly Appropriations last year and the 

year before, making your letters of support essential to persuade 

elected officials on the Appropriations Committee to vote yes on 

AB 700.

In late February, California State Senator Leland Yee presented a 

resolution to the California Association of Museums (CAM) Board 

of Directors, officially naming May as California Museum Month. 

Senator Yee, Assistant President pro Tem of the California State 

Senate, spoke candidly and eloquently about the need to support 

museums across the state because they are the stewards of our 

history and culture. The purpose of California Museum Month is to 

focus the attention of legislators, the media, and the public on the 

important role that museums play in the state of California--

especially in the realm of education.  

 On May 5, 2009, museum professionals from across the state will 

participate in the annual Museum Advocacy Day and the first ever 

Museum Activities Fair, which will feature fun and educational 

activities on the lawn of the State Capitol. In addition, CAM 

encourages members to write letters to their local papers, host 

behind-the-scenes tours, and meet with elected officials in their 

home district during California Museum Month and the association 

provides templates and resources to help make this easy. For 

more information, visit CAM's website at www.calmuseums.org 

and click on "California Museum Month".
